Wedding Photography FAQ

What are the guidelines/regulations for photography groups?


Groups wishing to take wedding photos must make a reservation with the group coordinator prior to the date of their visit.  Each person being admitted to the museum must pay admission.  Wedding groups are asked to be courteous of our other museum guests, and are not permitted to block off, move, or otherwise interfere with the museum experience of other guests.  Groups may not bring in outside food or drink, and no alcohol is permitted- food and drink can be at the museum café or snack bars, or in the Cabin Inn.  

What is the cost to come in and have my pictures taken?


Normal museum admission will apply.  Admission is $12.00 per person, or $8.00 per person for groups of 15 or more.  To receive a group rate, the group must arrive as a group, with one form of payment for the group. 

Will I need to have an appointment to come take pictures?


Yes.  Please contact our Groups Coordinator at 314-231-2489, ext 601 to make an appointment.  Please note the office is closed on weekends, so reservations should be made M-F.  

What date/times can I come to take pictures?


You are welcome to come and shoot anytime during the museum’s normal operating hours.  

Will there be a place for us to change and store our belongings?


There is not a dressing room available, however there are restrooms in the museum.  We cannot be responsible for storing your items or for lost items.   

Are there any ‘off limits’ areas for photography?


We give first preference to our guests who have rented reception space within the City Museum.  The Architecture Hall, Architecture Museum, and Vault Room areas are available ONLY if the space is not in use for an event.  For the safety and comfort of all our guests, we also ask that you not pose for photos on the staircase, slides, or in the Skateless Park area.  

Do you have any suggested locations for photos? 


City Museum is an ever-changing location, and everybody’s tastes are different, so we find everyone has a different “favorite place” here.  We suggest that you seek the suggestions of your photographer to help you find the perfect spot!  Please keep in mind that we are unable to guarantee the availability of any specific location within the museum, and that certain areas may be unavailable due to rental agreements, weather, or construction.  

How long should I allow for my photos?


Your admission gives you access to the museum for the entire operating day, and we encourage you to explore!  We have found that most wedding parties are able to complete their shoot within an hour or so.
